Course Description
Advanced English Vocabulary is an elective meant to improve the students' English vocabulary and train them in advanced vocabulary building strategies and analytical skills. To this effect, it combines presentation and contextualization of vocabulary items with practice activities. New words and expressions are presented and explained in context, and learners are trained in using them as well as working out the rules for using them. 

The course opens with methodological units that foster skills for vocabulary recording and memorizing besides teaching new vocabulary. Once coached in effective vocabulary learning techniques, students approach vocabulary from angles like word formation, words and pronunciation, words and grammar, along with functions and idiomatic expressions.

Learners are offered further opportunities of emerging with a richer linguistic repertoire through the use of the accompanying CD-ROM which includes a built-in dictionary featuring full definitions and example sentences of key vocabulary as well as audio recordings for listening practice and help with pronunciation. Students can make personal notes within the dictionary, do additional interactive exercises, build their own tests and test themselves.

By the end of this course, students should be able to: 

· develop strategies and skills for learning new English vocabulary and idioms;

· demonstrate the accurate use of introduced vocabulary items and idioms;

· exhibit larger and improved vocabularies through practice, active usage, assignments and tests;

· generate oral and written sentences and short passages using introduced vocabulary and idioms;

· identify and explain new idioms and vocabulary in a variety of contexts;

· demonstrate confidence in their usage and comprehension of the English language.
