Course Description


This course aims to build on what has already been covered in Grammar 1 and 2, by addressing some of areas of English grammar that are known to be problematic for Arab EFL learners. These areas include Subject-Verb Agreement, Pronouns, and Noun, Adjective and Adverb Clauses. While the study of Subject-Verb Agreement and Pronouns improves the accuracy and coherence of students’ English, utilizing these different clause types extends the length of discourse at the sentence level, thereby augmenting students’ ability to express themselves. 

Course Objectives 

Upon the completion of the course, students should be able to: 

· learn and use correctly the normal, irregular and exceptional cases of Subject-Verb Agreement. 

· distinguish between Personal Pronouns and Possessive Adjectives, and utilize them in context.

· display their understanding and proficiency in using all types of Noun, Adjective and Adverb Clauses.

· reduce Adjective Clauses to Adjective Phrases.

· improve their linguistic accuracy in oral and written communication.

· become skillful at correcting errors in context, relative to the grammatical features covered in the course.
