Course Description

Like Grammar 1, Grammar 2 aims to build on the student’s awareness of syntactic rules and their implementation into well-formed sentences. This continued development of linguistic competence is essential for the student to handle some of the more abstract content of this course, such as Modals, Conditionals, Expressions of Wish and Non-count Nouns. · comprehend. the concept of WISH, in which the writer or speaker wants reality to be different or opposite.

· formulate sentences in the past, present and future with verb forms following WISH. 

· recognize the different uses of Count and Non-count Nouns. 

· understand and use Articles correctly with Count and Non-count Nouns,  and Quantifiers. 

· become proficient at correcting errors in context, for every type of grammatical feature covered in the course.
