Course Description
Writing 1 is a basic writing course designed to develop the academic writing skills of EFL students. The course provides a review of sentence structure, followed by guidelines on how to compose an academic paragraph. The main aims of the course are to familiarize students with the basic components of a paragraph, paragraph organization, planning to write and writing a paragraph on a given topic. The course covers the rhetorical modes of Example, Process and Narration, while dealing with the language forms associated with each particular mode of writing. 

Course Objectives
By the end of the course, students should be able to:

· demonstrate paragraph writing skills: idea generation, organization, topic sentence, supporting details, and concluding sentence.

· produce meaningful, logical and grammatically correct sentences.

· adhere to the rules of punctuation in English language writing.

· express their ideas in coherent sentences.

· maintain unity within a paragraph. 

· plan and write a paragraph of half a page within 45 minutes, in various rhetorical modes. 

· edit paragraphs for mistakes.
